Although you may be-

lieve that because you are a homeowner, you have that right to 

do so, there are restrictions regarding this practice. What you 

need to know, should anyone become injured or worse, Smith 

Farm Master Association would most likely have a claim filed 

against its liability insurance carrier.  

Therefore, prior to you bringing personal trainers, 

swimming instructors and the like onto the Master Association 

property, the management office must have the following:  

 Occupational License 

 Certificate of Insurance 

 Liability Insurance  

 Workers Compensation Insurance 

 Automobile Insurance  

 Hold Harmless Agreement 

 

Perhaps you may have noticed the additional signs that 

have been installed at the Recreation Center indicating that you 

are using the Basketball Courts, Soft Ball Field, etc. at your own

Very simply stated, if the management staff notices a 

swimming instructor or personal trainer  and the like using the 

Associationsô property, they will be asked for the above-

mentioned documents. Should they refuse, we will ask them to 

vacate the premises. No exceptions, No Excuses.  This policy is 

necessary to protect ALL of the homeownerôs in Smith Farm.

Should a homeowner decide that they would like to be 

on a payment plan, they simply need to contact the Smith 

Farm Master Association office at 561-641-6300 and speak to 

the Property Manager. If your account is past due, the Board 

will discuss with you the amount that needs to be paid upon 

signing a payment agreement, as well as future payments to 

pay down the balance.  

Should your account become two (2) quarters past due, 

the account will be turned over to the associationôs legal coun-

sel for collection. At that point you will incur legal fees which 

will be added to the balance due. If you are in jeopardy of be-

coming delinquent, please do not wait, contact the office and 

set up a payment plan.

We are still working on 

getting our roads certified so we can 

start having PBSO ticketing cars 

that are using our roads as race 

tracks.  Please slow down, we are a 

community full of children and we 

would hate to see anyone get hurt . 

Spring is finally here and that means our days are 

longer. It also means an increase in outdoor activities. Our 

security officers have reported an increase in speeding inci-

dents on the boulevard. Please remember that the speed 

limit on the Boulevard is 35 MPH. There have been numer-

ous accidents that have been attributed to speeding. With 

pedestrians and cyclists enjoying the warm South Florida 

weather, it is prudent that we abide by the speed limit. 

Speeds in the villages should be 25 MPH or less as there are 

children playing in or near the street.  

With the nice weather comes 3 day holiday week-

ends, parties, and get-togethers with friends or family. Our 

streets are not wide and can not support parking on both 

sides. Please be respectful of your neighbors and do not 

block access to their driveways. 

The lack of rainfall has caused very dry conditions. 

The use of fireworks within Smith Farm is prohibited both 

by law and the governing documents. With the increased 

risk of fire that drought conditions bring, security officers 

will be enforcing the rule. Violators will be dealing with 

deputies from the Sheriff's office. 

The best way to avoid becoming a crime victim is pre-

vention. Many of the thefts that occur within Smith Farm are 

crimes of opportunity. Make sure your vehicles are locked at 

all times when unattended. Hide or remove things like 

phones, Ipods, and navigation devices. Check all windows 

and doors, including the garage door to make sure they are 

secure before leaving your home or turning in for the night.  

Lastly, the hot weather is a stress on your pet. Palm 

Beach County law now states that you can not tether your 

dog at any time it is unattended. Make sure your pet has ac-

cess to plenty of fresh water and shade or shelter.
